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INTRODUCTION
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The Darfur, دار فور, Dār Fūr in Arabic, meaning “House of oven” is an ethnic group for around 6 million people, located in the South of Sudan, in the Sahara desert. This region drowns an area of around 510,000 km². It is densely populated by Muslims, as the Southern Sudan. Administratively, The Darfur is composed by several provinces: Gharb Darfur (“Western Darfur” – Capital Al Genaïna), Chamal Darfur (“Northern Darfur” – Capital Al Fachir) and Djanoub Darfur (“Southern Darfur” – Capital Nyala). The Darfur is recognized for its main resources in oil, uranium and copper. 

Since 2003, the Darfur is the scene of a populations’ slaughter and a serious humanitarian crisis.
1. Conflict in Darfur - Presentation
The civil war in Darfur is an armed conflict which has affected the Darfur since 2003. The origins of the conflict are ancient. They are dated back from a coup d’état in 1989, but politically, it is especially a matter of fighting for resources: water, lands, oil, all of them based on an ethnic cleaning.
Nowadays, the conflict of Darfur has caused the most important humanitarian crisis in the world:

· More than 200,000 deaths, civilians for most of the, victims of attacks but also of illness and famine;
· 1.85 millions of displaced people;

· 230,000 refugees in Chad, mainly in the East of the country (where the conflict starts to spread with the frequent Janjaweeds’ incursions) and in Centre-African Republic.
Hardly if Sudan comes out of its second civil war; a conflict which lasted around twenty years since 1983 between the rebels from Southern Sudan and the Sudanese government, and which made around 2 million deaths.
2. Forces present in the conflict
On one hand, there are the Janjaweed (“The off-hands of war”), an Arabic militia recruited among the Abbala tribes and supported by the Sudanese government, that offered money and assistance and even directly participated to attacks, despite its denials. According to a NGO, China, which by two third of the Sudanese oil, sells to the Sudanese government weapons and military equipments, and has been against sanctions toward Sudan. Russia could supply military equipments too, all that despite a UN embargo. Russian, who also make incursions into Chad to attack the refugees’ villages and Christian natives’ villages.
On another hand, there are the rebels forces descended from the African tribes of Darfur and mainly represented by the SLA – Sudan Liberation Army movements and the JEM – Justice and Equality Movement. The SLA would have the support of SPLA – Sudan People’s Liberation Army (supported by the USA) and which should have the purpose to create a democratic Sudan. Based on Southern Sudan, this movement non-Arabic and non-Muslim contrasts the central government settled on Northern Sudan and which is in majority Arabic and Muslim.
The peacekeeping forces: Around 7.000 soldiers from the African Union (AU) have been deployed in the region in order to protect the civilians. They are inefficient. The Khartoum government delays the permission to send the UN peacekeeping forces in Darfur, in order to complete the AU mission.

79 NGO carry out in this region, of which 10 are French. The French Red Cross asked for the opening of humanitarian corridors in Darfur because the access of victims was the main problem of the NGO. It asks the most vulnerable people to stay at home rather than to migrate in overpopulated camps in Sudan or other neighbour countries.
REASONS OF THE CONFLICT

There are several connected reasons of the conflict:

· A climatic and environmental origin: a amplifying dryness phenomenon in all the Sahel associated to a desertification which has started since the 1970s;
· A demographic explosion which made the population doubling in 20 years of time;
· A competition to gain space
· Different ethnic groups with overlapping repartitions;
· A too wide and badly unified country: Sudan. The central authorities neglects the outskirts populations who rebel;
· The discovery of oil resources which arouses covetousness of the powerful countries, especially China and the USA.
Darfur is a region of Sahel located in Western Sudan: 5 to 6.1 million people live in. The region has a very poor development level: only one third of girls (for 44.5% of boys) go the elementary school.

The discovery of oil in this area has aroused covetousness. If the conflict has widely been described in ethnic and probably political terms, it is also a question of running to the oil resources located in Southern and Western of the country.

Three main tribes are based in Darfur: the Fur (who give the name of Darfur), the Masalit and the Zaghawa. Until today, the passage of the Arabic camels in the South has never cause any incident. 
During the winner 2003, the opposition to the Sudanese President Omar El-Bechir is making noise. In reprisals, Khartoum lets act the Arabic militias (the Janjaweed) in Darfur. The Sudanese armies bombard the Darfur villages. The populations are victims of armed bunches that the government of Khartoum seems to let free to act. Worst, humanitarians and diplomats accuse the government to finance and help the Janjaweed…

STRATEGIC ISSUE OF THE CONFLICT
I. Geopolitical strategy

1. About Sudan
The geopolitical importance of Sudan is not recent. It is a huge country of 2,600,000 km² (8% of the African continent) which is the junction of the African world and the Arab nation, bordering the Red Sea connecting the Indian Ocean to the Mediterranean Sea via the Suez Canal. Sudan is also a “Granary” and holds significant oil reserves. That explains why Sudan is since more than one century inside of political, economic, and cultural stakes. 
Sudan is crossed north-south by the Nile Valley. The country is divided between two parts which are characterised by the language and the religion:
· The North area: influenced by the Arab-Muslim world; 
· The South area: influenced by the black African region, animist and Christian, who refuse the North domination. 
This cleavage was accentuated by the British colonizer and plunged Sudan into a catastrophic civil war for nearly forty years. The arrival of an Islamic government in 1989 created a second war with precise objectives such as a national expansion of political Islam and the setting up of the Sharia (“Islamic law”). 

Peace process took shape in the Naivasha agreement of July 2004. The agreements between the Arab-Muslim North and the black-Christian-animist South restructured the political (new structure for political representation), the economic (new criteria for distributing wealth), the military (reorganization of the armed forces) and the social-religious concerns (delimitation of the spaces under the Sharia and of the Arabization policies). 

According to Jan Pronk, farmer representative of UN General Secretary in Sudan, the reason than urges the Sudanese government not to give up to the UN pressure, and consequently to maintain the crisis is simple: to prevent “the rising of the domestic opposition” and to avoid “the risk to lose power”.

2. About Darfur
Darfur is a sultanate which was created by non-Arab farmers and was independent until 1916, when it was brought into the Anglo-Egyptian Sudan. Different black tribes live in this region, especially the Fur, but also the Zaghawa, the Masalit and different smaller groups. All this tribes work the land to live or to survive in this inhospitable area. 

The struggle for space has now increased, due to the discord brought on by the war in the south between Arabs and blacks and the desertification. In this region of Sudan the tensions are a bit different because both the Arab population and the Black population are Muslim. There are two black armies: the SLA – Sudanese Liberation Army and the JEM – Justice and Equality Movement. The goal of these groups was to make the agreements reached with the black guerrilla movement in the Southern Sudan applicable to Darfur (rebalancing political representation, participation in wealth, and limit on Arabization policies). The black Muslims in Darfur feared that compensation for any loss of wealth in the Arab-Muslim north, in favour of the black-Christian-animist south would be at their cost.

So, the situation is now becoming complex caused by ecological degradation, wars, and ethnic conflicts. Now, there is a battle for resources and particularly land.

II. Political organization of Sudan

There are 25 states in Sudan. 

The constitution was implemented on 30 June 1998 and constitution of Southern Sudan was signed December 2005

The Legal system is based on English common law and Islamic law. Islamic law applies to all residents of the northern states regardless of their religion however; the CPA establishes some protections for non-Muslims in Khartoum. With regard to the southern legal system, it is still developing under the CPA following the civil war; Islamic law will not apply to the southern states.

The suffrage is universal, the actual president is Omar Hassan Ahmad al-BASHIR (since 16 October 1993), and he is both the chief of state and head of government.

The bicameral National Legislature consists of a Council of States (50 seats; members indirectly elected by state legislatures to serve six-year terms) and a National Assembly (450 seats; members presently appointed, but in the future 75% of members to be directly elected and 25% elected in special or indirect elections; to serve six-year terms).

III. Economic situation in Sudan
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The current economic and financial situation in Sudan considerably improved thanks to oil production (8 % growth in 2005, reduction of the inflation and deficit).  The trade balance is slightly showing a deficit. Besides, the country has a real agricultural potential that is why Sudan is called the “granary of the Arab world”. Agriculture forms a significant sector of the national GDP, simultaneously engaging nearly 80% of the total workforce. Not only Sudan cultivates various products such as cotton, peanuts, sorghum, millet, wheat, sugarcane sesame seeds, gum Arabic, and cassava, but also fruits like mango, papaya and bananas comprise the major agricultural activities. 
Oil activity in Sudan has taken advantage of all the resources. The government has worked with foreign partners to develop the oil sector. The petroleum activity began during the1970s in order to cover all of Sudan’s economic and energy needs. Oil began to be exported in October 2000, reducing Sudan’s outflow of foreign exchange for imported petroleum products. There are also indications of significant potential reserves of oil and natural gas in southern Sudan. Sudan produces approximately 401,000 barrels per day and sends over two-thirds of its oil exports to China.  Oil accounts for 70% of Sudan’s total global exports. China is playing a major role in the Sudan economy. Chinese firms and Chinese government are the largest foreign investors especially in the energy sector. They also purchase 71% of Sudan’s global exports, and provide 21% of its global imports.
Sudan remains a net importer of food. Problems of irrigation and transportation remain the greatest constraints to a more dynamic agricultural economy. 

The country’s transportation facilities are not a well developed. There’s one main railroad of 4,578 km kilometres (narrow gauge), one Airline Company (Sudan Airways) and 88 airports more or less exploited. There are also 11,900 km of roadways principally around Khartoum and a 1,400 km oil pipeline has been constructed to the oil export terminal in Port Sudan on the Red Sea.
Sudan truly wants to improve its sources of energy thanks to European and Arab investors. Hydropower and thermal generation are developed in order to expand the installed capacity of 300 megawatts. For example: “The Arab Fund for Economic and Social Development donated $150 million, the Abu Dhabi Development Fund $100 million, the Kuwaiti Development Fund $150 million and the Saudi Fund $150 million... Egypt has no objections to the Nile water diversion in order to achieve Sudan’s hydroelectric project.”

IV. Sudan's relationship with the IMF and the World Bank
Sudan's Relations with the IMF and the World Bank are difficult because of its non-payment arrears from 1989 till 1997. The debt towards the IMF is very significant: USD1.4 billion. However, the IMF confirms regularly macroeconomic and financial performances: the economic growth of Sudan continues to be strong in 2007. Overall real GDP increases by 12 percent, despite a lower growth in oil production. Non-oil GDP increases by roughly 10 percent. Agriculture is now becoming a strong activity. But inflation remains unstable; price surge and fiscal policy are generally linked to oil production and oil revenue. That involves tax exemptions which are very harmful for agriculture. The IMF will create a financing program only when there will be a general peace agreement. Sudan will have to respect several conditions. A donors’ conference for the reconstruction of Sudan was held in Oslo 2005 (USD4.5 billion). 

The debt of Sudan towards the World Bank is also considerable: USD 1.3 billion. However the World Bank continues to help this country and manages the gifts in order to develop the private sector in Sudan. The project aim is to promote the commercial growth and create competitiveness by allotting start-up grants for the best new creations. It also helps to develop agriculture and Oil industry. 

THE INTERNATIONAL RESPONSE

I- China

Since 1999, China invested USD15 billion in Sudan and today, it is the leading foreign investor in this country, with annual trade value estimated at $ 1 billion. 8% of China’s oil comes from South Sudan which represents 80% of the country’s production. China’s state-owned oil company, “China National Petroleum Corporation (CNPC), owns a 40% share of the Greater Nile Petroleum Operating Company (GNCPOC), which controls two of the most important oil fields in the Western Upper Nile Province in Sudan. Since mid-2005, the CNPC is producing oil in the Melut Basin east of the Nile. 
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Other Chinese companies are also involved in the construction of a 1400 km pipeline, running from Melut Basin to Port Sudan, where China built an oil export terminal port. The Asian country has become consequently Sudan’s most important trading partner.
On the other hand China is now the second largest importer of oil (6.5 million barrels/day) after the USA; forecast predicted they will pass the USA in a few years.

Shanghai Five (a security organization) was established in the past in order to protect a planned pipeline carrying petroleum resources from Caspian Sea , but when the USA invaded Afghanistan and set up bases throughout central Asia along the proposed pipeline route, this project fell apart.

China had also a deal to develop Iraqi oil, but now that the USA set up its own people in Iraqi interim government, this deal has been stopped.
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This is why no raw material has higher priority in Beijing at present than security of long term oil resources; consequently, its goal is to protect its investments in the Sudanese oil industry.

By massively investing not only in African oil but also in African public works, telecoms, agriculture, and other sectors, China is trying to buy the hearts and minds of African leaders as, on a boarder push, to win allies in the developing world and boost its soft power abroad.

The economic growth of China leads to an important increase in oil demand, and Beijing’s policy in the African region is definitely aggressive. 

Today, they are the key supplier of arms and founds of the Sudanese government. Arms dealing have close connection with oil in Sudan for China. In fact the Sudanese government has used expected revenues from oil extracted in South Sudan to purchase helicopter gun-ships from China. Therefore the Sudanese government and the Janjaweed militaries have used Chinese equipment in operation in Darfur. 

However, according to Maurice Vellacot, a Canadian deputy “most of the arms used to kill, to rape, to plunder and others are made in Sudan by Chinese fabrics”. Vellacot criticizes too the repeated use of the Chinese veto right concerning the UN Security Council’s resolutions compelling Sudan to stop the exactions of the Janjaweed militias in Darfur. A report produced by Amnesty International accuses Beijing to have sent more than 200 Chinese military trucks to Sudan in 2005. China is against the commercial sanctions. Thus, during an international conference in Paris, made by President Nicolas Sarkozy on the 25th June 2007, the Chinese vice-minister of foreign affairs declared: “The international community must to try hard to send a positive and balanced signal: one must not, for any reason, threaten or put pressure on the Sudanese government”.
II- The United States of America
Petroleum exploration in Sudan began back in 1960s, but oil exports only got underway in 1993. The American group Chevron pulled out of Sudan back in 1985, after having invested USD 1.5 billion. Chevron discovered oil in a number of sites, but on a too small scale in order to justify maintaining their concession in a war zone. But the time that real scale of the oil reserves became apparent, the US oil companies were already on the outside. More over, the USA is the largest importer of oil all over the world, and the region of Darfur represents a big opportunity. 
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The US position in the Darfur crisis is that the region is victim of genocide. But China, Russia and Qatar are not of the same opinion. In fact the UN Security Council wanted to adopt a resolution calling for the deployment of UN peacekeepers to Sudan, but these countries abstained from voting and this failed to support this resolution.

As China is supplying arms in Sudan, USA is also involved in the conflict through surrogate allies in Chad, neighbouring states and Sudan People Liberation Army. They provided military support to rebel armies out of Uganda, Ethiopia and Eritrea.
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The Pentagon has trained African military officer in US (IMET). Consequently, the US development aid for all Sub-Sahara African has been cut sharply in recently years while its military aid has risen. 

Here we can see that the two countries China and USA, are acting through the African continent in order to have the major role on importing oil. 

On one side there is China with probably in a short while the biggest oil demand through all over the world. A country which needs to cultivate sources of supply outside US orbit.

On the other side, USA with the biggest oil demand of the world and using its typical strategy in order to block or limit the rise of a great power; trying to keep nations dependent on the US for access on oil is one way of ensuring that US primacy remains unchallenged: secure its own oil supply and ensure that oil sales continue to be in US dollars.
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The only way for US to act directly in this conflict is that the United Nation Security Council recognizes this conflict in Sudan as genocide. China is a permanent member of the council. The possibility that the USA could intervene directly in this conflict with the NATO represents a threat for China. The Asiatic country is conscious that until today, they are dangerously dependent on the US controlled sources of oil; this is mainly why they abstained from voting during the council to adopt a resolution calling for the deployment of UN peacekeepers to Sudan.

The USA decreed an embargo toward the sailing of arms in Sudan and against some oil companies in East Africa. President Georges W. Bush aims to make the UN Security Council accepting a resolution in order to get some multilateral measures. 
III- Europe, from a French vision
Last year a French newspaper called « Le Journal Chrétien » wrote: “The humanitarian disaster of Darfur is speeding up. The only conceivable solution seems to be a combined action between Europe and the UN.”

1. For new North-South relations

In the current crisis, the French government has diplomatic relationships with Khartoum, and so is able to have a driving force to encourage peace and democracy. From this moment, the settlement of more balanced new North-South relations goes with the proclamation and the enforcement of some universal principles which are the democracy and the fundamental populations’ rights.

Africa suffers from several harms starting with corruption and the near absence of democratic systems. Sudan is an exacerbated example of this fact. Thus, the international humanitarian assistance increases the corruption of the regime and encourages the urbanization de some areas to the detriment of a sustainable and economic development of Darfur. Therefore, France must encourage the beginning of a democratization process in Sudan, and do everything to prevent any other chaos that may follow the Omar El Bechir government.

The Sudanese state, which assimilates the UN to crusaders, still refuses the presence of an international force in its territory. But even so, France has at its disposable two ways to concretely invest itself in the solving of the conflict.

2. Act holding the UN hand

First, if France refuses to content with the 1706 resolution of the August, 31st 2006 which enforcement remains depending on the agreement of Khartoum and risks to stay a stake wish, it might concretely act taking the initiative of a new UN resolution allowing the use of “coercive measures” and organising the deployment of the UN peace-keeping forces in Darfur.

Assuming that, a European military assignment could even come as a support of UN. The European mission in the Congo (EUFOR), in August 2006 and the presidential elections period, supporting the UN assignment (MONUC) showed the efficiency of such device in which the EU was able to reaffirm a clear vision of the international security.

This foreign policy of the EU would allow the Europeans to enrol in a noticeable way within the multilateralism of the UN. Because of the risk of the Chinese and Russian veto, the action of the UN has few chances to succeed.

Moreover, in order to go out from deadlock, another approach is conceivable. Indeed, one State of the UN, can assume at its own initiative an assignment for a European Policy for Safety and Defence (EPSD), from the moment that this action aims at: “Maintaining peace and the reinforcement of the international security, […] the development and the reinforcement of democracy, as well as the respect of human and union rights”.

Javier Solona, general secretary of the European Union Council and high representative of the EPSD, defined, through the elaboration of the European security strategy, which was adopted in 2005, the utility of the EPSD in these words: “A sort of general philosophy of the action all over the world” taking implicitly back the UN concept of “Responsibility to protect”. 
By the way, France, in an “Outline Nation” capacity for a European military action and with clear engaging rules, could fully assume the placation of its initiative as regards of the management of international crisis an the responsibility to coordinate a military intervention.
Moreover, if the EU can plan and conduct autonomous operations, with its own means, and also entice the logistic means of NATO as France has already done appealing the NATO means in Macedonia (Concordia operation, 2003). Therefore, the intervention in Darfur could be done under the aegis of a European assignment in a matter of crisis. This assignment would so coupled the legitimacy of multilateralism, the coherence of the EPSD and the military and logistic means of the Alliance.
3. Promote democracy

A journalist in “Le Figaro” news paper said: “If the UN reaction is on late, it is the duty of Europe-France to react before the Darfur ethnics disappear definitely. It is advisable to act drastically in order to overcome the ineffectualness of the international community in stopping this slaughter. Facing the current blocking and seems-to-be sustainable situation in Darfur, a collective awareness of the legitimacy of an international intervention, despite hostility in Khartoum, becomes essential. The respect of the national sovereignty can be acceptable for the French government. The responsibility of any democracy to respect the independency of states and guarantee the face of oppressed populations for long is at stake. Darfur, in a situation of huge crisis is a devastating example of attack to peace and to the international security. France and the whole international community must react and mobilize all its forces against what it today considered as the first 21st century genocide.

4. Updated news

Europe has been suspected of kindness toward the Sudanese government for a long time. France is today in a worm conflict with the Khartoum’s government, because of the military assistance that it offers to the Chad and the Centre-African governments to be exposed to the rebels incursions of which the withdrawal bases are located in Sudan.

Tony Blair has declared to be against any military intervention in Darfur. But he supports the trading embargo settled by the USA. 

On the 25th June 2007, Nicolas Sarkozy, organized an international conference in Paris gathering the main powers and international organizations concerned by the conflict in order to help to release the humanitarian, military and political crisis of Darfur.
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The African countries

The African Union (AU) gets actively taken on the resolution of the Darfur conflict. It mainly benefits from the support of the European Union (EU), the USA and Canada. Today, around 7000 African soldiers have been deployed in country. It is the first mission of peacekeeping managed directly by an African institution. If the insufficiency is not filled in, the success of this mission may be compromised.

THE UNITED NATIONS RECOMMENDATIONS 
As the U.N.E.P. (United Nations Environment Program) report explained the 28, June, 2007:

“The scale of historical climate change, as recorded in Northern Darfur, is almost unprecedented: the reduction in rainfall has turned millions of hectares of already marginal semi-desert grazing land into desert. The impact of climate change is considered to be directly related to the conflict in the region, as desertification has added significantly to the stress on the livelihoods of pastoralist societies, forcing them to move south to find pasture”. 
1. To the African Union and the mediation team of the United Nations
· Create an international consensus based on a new political strategy, particularly with China and the USA, in order to arrange the necessary means to put pressure on the parties concerned by the conflict.

· Give the time to the rebellions unification before starting the negotiations and supporting the process providing a logistic helpless, coordinating the different efforts of unification without leaving the regime influencing the unification conferences.

· Create a group of contact for the negotiations which include the USA, China, the United Kingdom, France, Norway, the European Union, the Arabic League, the Eritrean and Chad with the settlement of a frame work which incorporate the different initiatives in the topic.  

· Extend the participation to the new negotiations organising a forum or creating a group combining the representatives who did not participate to previous negotiations, for example the Arabic tribes, women and the civil society.

· Give the priority to an efficient and global ceasefire from the beginning of the new negotiations which would be ideally watched and supported by a hybrid force AU/UN in Darfur and which would be accompanied a UN assignment in the East of Chad and a UN assignment of observation in Centre-African Republic.

· Fix a realistic calendar for the new negotiations.

2. To the National Congress Party

· Meanwhile the new negotiations, freeze the activities of the institutions created by the peace agreement of 2006, in particular the National Transitional Authority of Darfur, the commissions of sharing of power and wealth, and the dialogue and the consultation Darfur-Darfur, and consider as provisional the political nominations that have beneficiate from the signatories of the agreement.
· Concentrate in priority on the ceasefire, the disarmament of the Janjaweed militias and allow the pursuit of the rebels’ unifications in order to make the negotiations easier.
3. To the MPLS 

· Continue, in coordination with the international initiatives, to help the rebels’ movements in Darfur to unify.
· Find an area of agreement with the National Congress Party and the rebel movements of Darfur concerning a political solution and show flexibility concerning the necessary revision of the dispositions relative to the share of power.
4. To those who did not sign the peace agreement of 2006

· Fix in priority, first, the unification of the rebel factions and the development of a common position of negotiations, and secondly, the return of all the political leaders to Darfur in order to make easier the reconciliation of the military branches of the different movements.
· Reassert publicly their engaging towards a global ceasefire, towards a pacific resolution of the conflict in Darfur which do not include any regime changing and towards a joint initiative AU/UN.

5. To the members of the African Union and the United Nations

· Support the joint mediation AU/UN as the only international forum allowing looking for a pacific settlement in Darfur, and promote a political dialogue process in Chad and on Centre-African Republic which includes all the groups in conflict.

6. To the United States, China and the other members of the United Nations Security Council
· Cooperate in order to set up a consensus about the new political strategy foreseeing the application of punitive measures against the responsible people (were there the Sudanese government and its members or the rebel movements and their members) that would have been obstructive to the peace process and would have infringed the international humanitarian right.

7. To the UN General Secretary and the African Union President
· Name immediately the specific new representatives who will be in charge of the Sudanese assignments of UN.

CONCLUSION

A quick debriefing of the situation of the conflict to show how global is this conflict and how numerous are the countries involved. 

Darfur conflict shows us a negative impact of the globalization, or to say it better, how can globalization be used in a bad way. An internal conflict based primarily on the competition for land between pastoralist and crop farmers turned into a global one, involving all the  big nations worldwide and above all the US and China, which are struggling for control Sudanese oil and do not hesitate to let Sudanese people dying in a bloodshed. 

This case illustrates how the globalization can make a country be a battleground for the powerful countries. It’s about the contest for oil control. Some specialists do not hesitate to use the expression “new cold war over oil” to describe the actual context. And the impact is huge and global.

Sudan is the main China oil provider, which rising demand of oil to feed its growth makes Beijing to support Khartoum policy. They do not hesitate to threat the UN of using their veto in case of some decisions against Khartoum. However the US is also interesting by its important source of oil that’s why they use the united nation to make pressure under Beijing. 

The conflict got more global with the fact that an important number of people of Darfur escaped the conflict and fled to border countries like Chad and eastern Africa.

The EU, Africa and all the powerful organizations condemned and blamed what we recently called genocide.
As a conclusion, we would like to finish with one funny example that shows us how perverse can be the effect of the globalization:
China uses to sell weapons to Khartoum troops. Few weeks ago and under the UN pressure, Beijing sent some troops to defend the people of Darfur. But Chinese troops have to confront people fighting and shooting them with Chinese weapons. So Beijing sent its soldiers to Sudan to make order against people to whom they gave guns. 

However, we cannot blame globalization. The powerful countries, behalf the name of the holly oil trade see the Darfur territory as a strategic place to confront. Globalization has a double effect here. It makes all the countries be interesting in this conflict. The negative effect is that countries want to be involved in this conflict to take control or have trade with Sudan for oil. The positive effect is that globalization revealed what we call now genocide and probably, even if it happened too late, avoids many more massacres.
